Association of Philippine Practicing Physicians of Arizona

BYLAWS
ARTICLE I – Name

This organization shall be known as 

The Association of Philippine Practicing Physicians of Arizona

ARTICLE II – Objectives

Section A

To provide means for easy communication and close contact and promote




fellowship between its members and their families.

Section B

To foster interest in its members in the civic affairs of their own communities.

Section C

To encourage its members toward attaining a better a desirable professional, 




cultural and social status for themselves and for the organization as a whole.

Section D

To create a unified force through which we can best harness our collective 

strength and thus safeguard the interest and general welfare of his organization.

Section E

To find ways of providing assistance where such is needed, be it directed by a 

person,  group of persons or an organization as a whole, it is a worthwhile 

endeavor.

ARTICLE III – Membership

Membership: The Association shall consist of members in the classes: 1) Active 2) Associate 

3) Affiliate 4) Honorary and 5) Lifetime

1. Active Member: The qualifications of active membership shall be that the individual must hold a degree of a Doctor of Medicine or Osteopathy. He/She must be actively engaged in the practice of medicine in the State of Arizona. Residents who are licensed or registered with the Arizona Board of Medical Examiners shall be eligible for active membership. An active member shall have all of the duties and privileges of the Association as herein provided. He/She shall pay annual dues set by the Board of Directors. 

2. Honorary Members:  The association may elect as Honorary Member, Doctors of Medicine or any allied professionals distinguished for their services or who have risen to preeminence in the profession of Medicine and Surgery provided the candidate for membership has performed a meritorious service for the public, the Physician community, or the Association.

3. Lifetime Members:  Lifetime membership may be granted to any Physician/Osteopath or any allied professionals, who pay a one-time membership fee as set by the Board of Directors. He/She shall have all the duties and privileges similar to the active members of the Association.

ARTICLE IV

Section A 
Titles

The Officers of this organization shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Auditor, and 

(6) Members of the Board of Directors. They all make up the Executive Council. The immediate past 

President shall act as an ex-officio member of the Executive Council.
Section B 
Nominations:

Nominations for elective office to be filled shall be solicited by the Nominating Committee from the active members and associate members, which shall be at least six months prior to the annual meeting. Nominations shall be presented to the membership and other nominations may be made from the floor prior to and at the time of election meeting. The Nominating Committee shall consist of three past presidents, with outgoing President serving as chair, plus five members appointed by the Board of Directors. 

Section C
Election and Tenure

1. All the officers shall be elected by a secret ballot at the Annual Meeting of the General

Membership.

2. The term of office of all officers shall be two years and begin on the first of January following their elections. 

3. Election by proxy or by absentee ballot shall not be allowed.

  Section D
Vacancies of Office

1. If one or more elective Officers other than that of the Board of Directors shall become

vacant, the President shall at the earliest possible date, order a special meeting of the

Executive Council and select a member from the Board of Director to serve the unexpired

term.

2. If one or more vacancies occur within the six members of the Board of Directors, the 

President shall appoint from the active membership to fill that vacancy with the approval

of the Executive Council.

Section E
Duties of the Officers

1. President shall:

a. Preside at meetings of the General Membership and of the Executive Council;

b. Call special meetings at his discretion;

c. Appoint all Committee Chairpersons and act as an Ex-Officio Member of these

Committees;

d. See to it that all regulations of his organization are enforced;

e. And perform such duties as incidental to the Office of the President and 

properly required of him.

2. Vice- President shall:

a. Be an aide to the President and in case of absence or disability or the President,

pro-tempore assume and perform the duties of the President;
b. Acts as the chairperson for all scientific, cultural and social activities.

3. Secretary shall:

a. Be responsible for the recording of meetings;

b. Send notices of meetings and agenda after consultation with President, at least two

weeks before such meetings;

c. Conduct the correspondence of the organization.

4. Treasurer shall:

a. Have charge of all funds of the organization;

b. Conduct its banking business;

c. Render an account as often as required of all receipts and expenditures;

d. Pay the bills of the organization, countersigned by the president. 

5. Auditor shall:

a. Audit the accounts on a quarterly basis or from time to time as needed.

6. Executive Council shall:

a. Take active participation in all negotiations pertaining to the affairs of the 

organization, and concerning all other decided matters upon the president;

b. Set the annual membership dues and shall likewise have the authority to change

these dues if it deems necessary;

c. Have the power to override or modify the action of any Officer of this organization;

d. Authorize and control expenditures over $500;

e. Have the authority to make decisions on matters concerning discipline and suspension.

ARTICLE V – Meetings

Section A 
The annual meetings of the General Membership and Scientific Meetings which will include the election of officers shall be held within the first two weeks of November.

Section B 
A General Membership and Scientific Meeting shall be held at least four times a year, during the first Saturday of the months of February, May, September, and November; subject to change by the Executive Board or by the General Members.

Section C 
Any number of the members present in any given meeting, after prior notification of those concerned at least two weeks in advanced, shall constitute a quorum.

Section D 
Special meeting of the General Membership can be called upon by anyone of the elected Officers, or by any five from the General Membership.

ARTICLE VI – Fees and Dues

Section A    
Annual membership dues shall be set by the Executive Council, subject to change as deemed necessary by the Executive Council itself. A simple majority vote however, of the active members  present and voting in a General Membership meeting may override or modify any decision by the Executive Council on this matter.

Section B
Additional dues or contributions, monetary or otherwise, sought for in the name of



of this organization, shall be on voluntary basis. This matter however shall be put to



a vote either during a General Membership meeting or a correspondence, required  



only a simple majority vote for its ratification.

ARTICLE VII – Committees

Section A 
The Standing Committees shall include the following:

1. Committee on Membership

2. Committee on Constitution & By-Laws

3. Committee on Program & Scientific Activities

4. Committee on Publications & Public Relations
5. Scholarship Committee
6. Fund Raising Committee
Section B
Special Committees



Special committees can be formed at the discretion of the President.

ARTICLE VIII – Order of Business

The order of business at any General Membership meeting shall be as follows:

1. Call to order

2. Reading of minutes of the previous meeting and its approval

3. Treasurer’s report

4. Report of Standing Committees

5. Report on Special Committees

6. Unfinished Business

7. New Business

8. Adjournment

ARTICLE IX – Amendments

Proposed amendments to these Bylaws, after recommendations by an appropriate committee,

shall be sent in writing to all members at least two weeks before a General Membership

Meeting, where they can be ratified by a simple majority vote of those members present

and voting.

ARTICLE X – Parliamentary Authority

All questions of parliamentary procedure not covered by these Bylaws shall be decided
